CMCL gifts to MCC top $45,000 for 2005 
Although CMCL only budgets $3500 to Mennonite 

Central Committee, the MCC office reports that total 
giving from CMCL and individuals who claim CMCL as 
their home church was $46,947 as of December 19, 2005 
for the year.  

Year end giving to MCC since December 19 could 
easily top $50,000 for persons who attend CMCL.

CMCL provides generous support 
for Knudsen, Pakistan relief efforts 

CMCL collected $5045 from individual contributions 
for Shane Knudsen’s trip to Pakistan in December where 
he worked alongside Pakistanis in efforts to rebuild 
following last fall’s devastating earthquakes. During 
upcoming January re-covenanting Sunday’s Shane will 
share stories and pictures of his experiences.  

The money collected for Shane’s support has been 
forwarded to Eastern Mennonite Missions who sponsored 
the effort. Since the amount donated was about twice 
what was needed to cover Shane’s expenses, EMM will 
use the excess to support other efforts in Pakistan relief or 
forward funds to Mennonite Central Committee for their 
work in Pakistan.

But after taking the time to study and add 
the word to my vocabulary, I began to notice it was being 
used all around me. It amazed me that I was surrounded 
by it all the time without knowing the word existed."
